“Evangelism Explosion” and“The Journey.”

“EE” is an evangelism approach that equips you to
share the gospel and then provides you the opptyrtun
to do so at your own pace. There are two teants tha
meet twice a month.

“The Journey” is a discipleship strategy for new
believers who have just come to faith in Christ.
